A Message from Your Friends at the Yountville Sheriff Station: 

With the arrival of the rainy season, we would like to remind everyone about 
headlight usage. Headlights shall be utilized during inclement weather as well 
as during the hours of darkness.  Inclement weather is a weather condition that 
either (a) limits visibility to less than 1,000 feet or (b) a condition that requires 
continuous use of windshield wipers due to rain, mist snow, etc.  Bottom line?  
If you have to use your windshield wipers continuously while driving, or cannot 
clearly see people or objects at a thousand feet due to weather, you must turn your headlights on!
