Can you believe it's already May? Before you know it, we will be enjoying those warm summer days. The
Town would like to remind residents and business owners that the State of California is still in a drought
and that Governor Brown has not lifted any restrictions.

Here are some important reminders:
4 No irrigation is allowed between the hours of 10 A.M. and 6:00 PM. daily
4 Yard irrigation is restricted to twice a week per parcel. ‘

4 On Mondays and Thursdays even number addresses are allowed to use
water for irrigation.

4 On Tuesdays and Fridays odd number addresses are allowed to use water for irrigation.

Here’s a Tip: Watering in 5 minute increments with 4 hours separation is a good practice!
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Don't forget-if you have a Yountville water account and grass turf, you can apply for our Cash for Grass
Program. Transform your landscape using beautiful drought tolerant plants. To obtain more information,
